The coating system consrsted of an rnorganlc zinc pnmer
suitable for apphcatron at low temperatures an organic zinc
primer in selected areas, an epoxy mid-coat, and an allphat-
ic polyurethane topcoat. Canadian winter conditions includ-
ed temperatures as low as 14 F at nlght and 20 F during
the day.
